LAVENDER WATER
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Supporting the Development
of the Temporal Lobe

Two main functions of the temporal lobe are auditory
processing and memory. This is the part of the brain that
deals with hearing and distinguishing different sounds.
From infancy, babies are tuned in to sounds in their
environment, and since auditory processing is intertwined
with language development, supporting the
development of the temporal lobe is important.

Hearing Stimulation
Shout It Out Tubes

Materials: tubes (variety: paper towel, PVC, flexible tubing)

Preparation: Gather materials.

Instructions:

1. Encourage your child to join you.

2. Allow him/her to experiment with several tubes by
speaking whispering and shouting into them. (You may
need to model this.)

*Providing several types of tubes to whisper/speak/shout

into will help him develop the ability to distinguish sounds.

Activity Variation: Use tubes to sing into while dancing.
