School Policies

Hours of Operation: It is very important for our families to understand that our hours of operation are 6:00 a.m. to 6:30 p.m. No early drop-off or late pickup can be allowed.  Please avoid late pickup fees.
Arrival: Latest arrival time is 9:30 a.m. to ensure your child receives the most our curriculum has to offer. The first gathering time starts @ 8:00
Breakfast: Starts at 6:45 am and ends at 7:50 a.m. to ensure completion for an 8:00 departure for the classroom.

Drop In and Drop Off: Parents must check their children in and out at the Front Desk and then escort them to their designated class.  Please supervise your children at all times while escorting them inside the School and in the parking area. Once you remove your children from the classroom or designated waiting area, you assume the full responsibility for your child’s safety. 

Please note the following:

· Children may not run within the building or the parking area.
· Children may not enter or leave our building without the company of an adult.

· It is illegal to leave a child alone in a vehicle. If we notice that this happens we have the obligation to call the authorities. 
· We cannot release children from their classroom or our school to a minor.

· We cannot release children to individuals who are not listed in the Emergency Contact Form. If you need your children to be released to an individual who is not listed on the Emergency Contact Form, you must send us an email or other form of written authorization. Verbal authorizations will not be accepted.
Outside Food: This school is a “Peanut Free” facility due to severe allergies. Please do not bring any outside food into the classrooms unless directed by a physician and approved by Kids R Kids management
Sick Policies: To ensure that we provide every opportunity to maintain the well being and safety of your child at all times, we must adhere to the policies and procedures set by the Texas Department of Family and Protection Services – Licensing Minimum Standards and the Texas Health Department.

If your child displays any of the following conditions listed below you will be contacted to pick up your child within 30 minutes:
· Children with fever 100.3 degrees or higher.
· Diarrhea episodes of more than two in a day.
· Skin rashes that are not diagnosed by a physician’s note.
· Vomiting episodes of more than one a day.
· Nose drainage that is thick and green or excessive for the comfort of the child.
· Eye drainage of any type accompanied by red eyes or mucus crusted around the eyes

· Pink eye or symptoms to those of pink eye.
· Chicken pox or measles sores are suspected.
· Scabies systems are suspected.
· Respiratory problems including uneven breathing or severe coughing with wheezing or croup.
· Sore throat, especially if swollen glands are suspected.
· Strep throat symptoms are suspected.
· Head Lice are found.
· Appearance or behavior is unusual and the teachers agree that the child is not feeling well enough to participate with the rest of the class including lack of appetite, confused or irritable.
· Unusual color is noticed in the child such as jaundiced eyes or skin, pale in the face, stool or urine with an unusual color. 
All of these conditions (except fever) will require 24 hour treatment or a doctor’s note for the child to resume their normal-attendance schedule. Children must be completely fever -free for 24 hours without the aid of medication before returning to School. 

Medication Policy: 

· Complete the medication form, available at the front office

· We require that families provide a signed authorization including administration and dosage procedure for each medication to be administered. This authorization is required at the beginning of each calendar week.

· We will not administer any medication without a doctor’s prescription. Even over the counter medication must have a prescription.
· The prescription must include the child’s full name, the name of the medication, the amount and frequency of dosage, the name of the prescribing physician and the physician signature.
· The medication’s name must be exactly the same name as indicated in the prescription.

NO MEDICATION MAY BE PLACED IN THE CHILD’S BAG OR TAKEN INTO THE CLASSROOM FOR ANY REASON.
Visitors and Volunteers

Families and visitors must first report to the staff at the front desk before visiting any class or any other location on School property during School hours. Families who want to help in the classroom, Kids Café, playground or during field trips are asked not to bring siblings or other children with them. In order to volunteer, a parent must have a criminal background check, finger printing and attend a pre-service training per Licensing.
Uniforms: Are MANDATORY Monday- Thursday for suites 300-KG. Students must wear the Kids R Kids Polo (navy blue or red) with khaki bottoms. Closed toe shoes are required everyday. Friday is free dress day.
Extra Clothes: Please bring a weather appropriate set of extra clothes labeled with first and last name to leave at the center for emergencies.

Parking Area: For the safety of our children and parents you must comply with the following guidelines:

· Parking is not allowed in the front of our building. We make an exception when is inclement weather and one of our staff member can take extra safety precautions. 

· It is illegal to stop or park your vehicle in a Fire Lane. In our parking lot, the Fire Lane is marked with a red line on the sidewalk in front of our building.
