Imagination  
Materials: internet access, website:

Preparation: Preview video.  
Instructions: 
1. View this video with your child. 
2. Ask questions related, such as “What was 

your favorite part?” “What was your least 
favorite part?” “How would you change it?” 
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Shadowing 
Instructions:  
1. Pair up with your child.  
2. Each of you will become a shadow of the 

other.  
3. Stand face-to-face and try to mirror your 

child’s actions. For example: if your child 
jumps up and down, you jump up and down. 
This helps us practice acting.  
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Drama  
Materials: action figures, dolls, washcloth, 
plastic spoons, markers, felt 
Instructions: 
1. Ask your child to gather dolls/action figures 

for our drama today or create characters 
using spoons. 

2. Assign roles for each character. “What 
should our drama be about?” “Who is the 
star?” 

3. Use washcloth as the curtain of the stage. 
4. Parent, you will play the audience and clap
