Preparation: Preview video. 
Instructions:

questions, ex: “What is the temperature of 
the spring?” “What is the name of the 
geyser?” “What kind of activities can you do 
at Yellowstone Park?” “What animal might 
you see here?”

Instructions: 
1. Encourage your child to join you to listen to

about the story, ex: “Can you name some of 
the rhyming words in the story?” “Can you 
name some of the items packed in the car?” 
“Who did they forget and how long was the 
car ride?”  
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Visualizing Summer 
Vacation 
Materials: crayons, pencils, markers, paper 
Preparation: Gather materials. 
Instructions: 
1. Encourage your child to join you. 
2. Discuss with him/her about plans for 

upcoming vacation, or using “The Night 
Before Summer Vacation” book, 
encourage him/her to draw a picture and 
write a story about a vacation.

Materials: none 
Instructions:

3. Encourage your child to try to jump higher 
each time.

Materials: internet access, website:

Preparation: Preview video. 
Instructions: 
1. Encourage your child to join you for a virtual 

trip. 
2. As you watch the video, ask him/her 

questions, ex: “What did you see on the 
ride?” “How did it make you feel?”  

3. Encourage your child to draw a picture or 
build a roller coaster.

“Where do you go when it gets too 
hot?” 
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BINGO Summer Activities 
Materials: Bingo Card (activity sheet), markers

1. Encourage your child to join you.

Materials: chalk, rock, paper 
Preparation: Draw a hopscotch pattern, write 
numbers, and write places to visit on paper (ex:

2. Have your child toss the rock into a square. 

Then when he/she hops to the square, read 
the place to visit matching the number. (You 
can virtually visit this place, ex: video chat 
with grandparents, virtual beach trip, etc.)

2. As you discover new places ask questions, 
ex: “What did you see when we put you

for his home?” “What does “grumpy mean?” 
“Where did George find his new home?”  
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Beach Ball Chores 
Materials: beach ball, marker 
Preparation: Write chores on sections of the 
beach ball. 
Instructions: 
1. Encourage your child to join you. 
2. Discuss with him/her about the importance 

of helping around the house.  
3. Toss the ball to him and where his hands 

land are the chores to be completed. Use 
throughout the summer.  

 

 

Beach Ball Volley 
Materials: beach ball, string/yarn 
Preparation: Tie string to two objects like a 
net. 
Instructions: 
1. Encourage your child to join you to get that 

energy out. 
2. Have him/her toss and hit the beach ball 

over the string. Make it challenging and raise 
string up higher as he/she masters the skill. 
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Virtual Trip Visiting the Farm 
Materials: internet access, website:

Instructions: 
1. Encourage your child to join you to learn 

about the farm. 
2. As you watch the field trip ask her 

questions, ex: “What are the jobs on the 
farm?” “What were the different types of 
cows?” 
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Paper Towel Art 
Materials: paper towel, washable markers, 
water, paintbrush 
Preparation: Gather materials. 
Instructions: 
1. Encourage your child to join you. 
2. Tell your child that he/she is going to 

decorate a paper towel. He/she can draw, 
make dots, lines, etc.  

3. Once finished, dip the paintbrush in water 
and drip water all over across the drawing.

Preparation: Preview video. 
Instructions: 
1. Encourage your child to join you for listening 

to the story. 
2. After listening to the story, ask questions 

about the story, ex: “What were some of the 
rhyming words?” “Where do the children 
go?” 
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Apple Volcano 
Materials: apple, white vinegar, baking soda, 
plate, cup, spoon, food coloring 
Preparation: Gather materials. Cut out a hole 
in the center of the apple about halfway down 
and place on a plate. Pour vinegar into a cup. 
Instructions: 
1. Encourage your child to join you and 

hypothesize what will happen along the way. 
2. Have your child put a couple of spoonfuls of 

baking soda into the hole and drops of food 
coloring. 

3. Help him/her pour the vinegar inside the 
apple and watch what happens. Talk about 
the reaction. 

 
 

Ice Cream Cone Balance 
Materials: beach ball, funnel 
Preparation: Gather materials. 
Instructions: 
1. Encourage your child to join you. 
2. Show him/her the beach ball and funnel.
