1. The class will follow the Stafford ISD calendar.  Class will begin August 26, 2013 and end on 

June 5, 2014. Class begins at 8:00 am, but Kids R Kid opens at 6:30 am where we will provide 

breakfast for your child at 7:00 am.  At 7:55 am Kindergarteners in the Café will be escorted to 

class.  When school ends after 3:30 pm, or Stafford ISD is closed, the classroom Suite 500 will 

be the afterschool classroom or otherwise known as the child care center.  One of our teachers 

will be present to watch the class till the end of day.  

2. Your weekly tuition of $175 will cover breakfast, lunch, afternoon snack, after school and holiday 

care.   

3. We will not need any supplies for the school, but a $100 supply will be added to your tuition in 

January.   

4. For the school year children will be required to wear uniforms.  The week will be as followed… 

 Monday and Wednesday – blue polo and tan khaki pants 

 Tuesday and Thursday – red polo and black khaki pants 

 Friday – free dress  

We are only asking for basic polos.  We are not ordering special Kids R Kids polos.  So you can 

purchase the clothing items at any Walmart, Academy, or retail store.   

5. For Assessment purposes we will continue to use an online assessment through a program 

called TANGO.  A self-report can be printed to take to public or private school for the following 

year. 

6. The maximum number of students per class is fifteen to one teacher.  When the Kindergarten 

program ends for the day, the ratio will go to the childcare ratio of two teachers to a maximum of 

twenty-eight children.   

7. If you are a four year-old, in the Kindergarten program this will not automatically allow your child 

to go to the first grade.
